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A few tips before you start:

Before writing a letter to your local paper, check the length restrictions. If they don’t have
specific guidelines on the website, call the paper. Someone should be able to tell you of any rules
to be aware of related to length or subject.

Look for local or national news as a “hook” or a reason your letter will stand out and increase
your chances of getting printed. Many LTE that get published are in response to news articles in
the local paper.
